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His research concentrates on the development of new types of femtosecond light sources, tailored to applications in microscopy, spectroscopy and metrology.  His lab has developed femtosecond oscillators with repetition rates from 15 MHz to 10 GHz, wavelength coverage from 400 – 13000 nm and pulse durations as short as a few optical cycles.  In 2012 he founded the company Chromacity Ltd., which manufactures a range of laser oscillators covering the near- and mid-infrared spectrum.
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
